COURSE DESCRIPTION:  CITIZENSHIP and COMMUNITY SERVICE , is designed to have students better understand the development of the United States system of government, learn the mechanics of how state and local government works in the United States through hands-on exercises and experiences, and develop interpersonal skills that will assist them throughout their personal and professional lives.  The course is based on the premise that the success of any democratic form of government depends on the active support and involvement of all citizens.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS: 

Attendance is required at all sessions of the course. 

Requirements for the typical classroom program, during the academic schoolyear, include successful completion of a service-learning education project and submission of a two-page typewritten essay.  The essay for the academic classroom experiences with a community service-learning project will be titled “Community Service Learning Education Project: Expectations versus Outcomes”.  It will address goal attainment, effect on people’s lives and lessons learned.  This version of the course will only allow two semester hours of academic credit per participant. 

Journal: students will be expected to keep a daily journal of their experiences, observations, lessons learned.

Presentation: each student will make a 5-minute presentation on a developed topic of their experience, in a manner consistent with either version of their program.
