__ If you are enlisted, or have prior enlisted service, go to your service’s transcript repository by clicking on one of the following links. Then save that site as a favorite.

Example One:  Rio Salado College for AAS Degree 

1.  Cause to have sent to Ms. Yvonne Lawrence, our point of contact at Rio Salado College, an official transcript from all previously attended colleges/universities in accordance with the fax cover sheet located on this site: RSC – Fax Coversheet.

2.  Once you receive their unofficial review.  Contact your RTG POC (click).   RTG and Associates will then prepare an Education Plan tailored to your needs and financial support from your available financial stipends with the GI Bill, VA Vocational Rehabilitation, Troops to Teachers, or any other eligible source we can suggest you apply for. 

3. While you are waiting for a response from Rio Salado College, continue your due diligence and funding investigations on the Internet; and by applying for your benefits from the VA.  Questions, call your RTG POC:

Example Two:  Empire State College-CDL for a BS/BA Degree 

1.  Cause to have sent to Ms. Amanda Mickel, our point of contact at Empire State College-Center for Distance Learning (CDL), an official transcript from all previously attended colleges/universities in accordance with the fax cover sheet located on this site: ESC-CDL Fax Coversheet (click).  

2.  Once you receive their unofficial review, send RTG & Associates, Inc. a copy by email.  RTG and Associates will then prepare an Education Plan tailored to your needs and financial support from your available financial stipends with the GI Bill, Troops to Teachers, VA Vocational Rehabilitation, or any other eligible source we can suggest you apply for.

Example Three:  Excelsior College as an example as a potential institution at which to complete your degree… BS or AAS

1. Call 1- 888-647-2388 Prompt 1..then 3..then 5. Ask to speak to one of their advisors and let them know you are working with RTG & Associates, Inc. 

2. Formally apply on-line, pay your $75 application fee, and note in their general remarks that you want our office to receive a copy of their official evaluation of your academic status, i.e. how many additional credits you need to earn the degree you seek.
